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1.1.
General.  The terms Department of Defense Activity Address Code (DODAAC or AAC), Stock Record Account Number (SRAN), and Station Number are synonymous within this chapter. 

1.1.1.
The DODAAC is a six-position code which identifies the mailing, shipping, and billing addresses for various government agencies.  The code is used for accounting purposes and for controlling assets which are issued, received, shipped, or stored.  However, DODAACs are not assigned by the Air Force merely for the sole purpose of receiving items procured through use of the Government Purchase Card (GPC) except in extremely unusual circumstances. 
1.1.2.  The DODAAC is used to identify production and repair contractors which may be authorized government-furnished materiel (GFM) or government-furnished equipment (GFE) and con​notes accountability for government property.  This also applies to contractor inventory control points (ICPs) and storage locations.

1.1.3.  Address codes and Service Point responsibilities are published in DOD 4000.25-6-M, DoD Activity Address Directory (DODAAD).

1.1.3.1.  The code appears in the first six positions of the document number.

1.1.3.2.  The first position is always “E,” “F,” or “J” for the Air Force according to the service assignment codes (DOD 4000.25-1-M, MILSTRIP, Appendix 2.2).

1.1.3.3.  A "D" is used in the first position for military assistance transactions (see DOD 4000.25-8-M, Military Assistance Program Address Directory (MAPAD) System). 

1.1.4.  Air Force DODAACs are maintained in the D035T Stock Control System (SCS). 

1.1.4.1.  The service point for all Air Force requirements is AFMC LSO/LOT, 5215 Thurlow Rd, Suite 5, Bldg 70 Area C, Wright-Patterson AFB OH 45433-5540.

1.1.4.2.  Requests for new accounts will be submitted to AFMC/LSO and forwarded to the parent MAJCOM monitor for approval.Changes, and DODAAC closures  are submitted through the parent MAJCOM DODAAC monitor.  
1.1.4.3.  Contact with the Service Point can be made by either telephone (Commercial (937) 257-9812, DSN 787-9812), FAX (Commercial (937) 257-4403, DSN 787-4403), e-mail to hqafmc.lot@wpafb.af.mil (put the word DODAAC in the e-mail subject line) or mail to AFMC LSO/LOT, 5215 Thurlow Road, Suite 5, Bldg 70 Area C, Wright-Patterson AFB OH 45433-5540.  On-line interrogations of DODAACs can be made at any location on a personal computer with access to the internet.  The following web sites can be used to interrogate a DODAAC:

1.1.4.3.1.  Air Force DODAAC web site:  https://dodaac.wpafb.af.mil.

1.1.4.3.2.  Defense Automatic Addressing System Center (DAASC) DODAAC web site:  https://day2k1.daas.dla.mil/daasinq/login.asp (access requires user ID and password). 
1.1.4.4.  The D035T system interfaces with DAASC, Wright Patterson AFB OH and Tracy CA, and with Air Logistics Center functions of contracting, inven​tory control, maintenance, accounting and finance, and transportation.

1.1.5.  The DODAAD system provides identifica​tion codes, clear text addresses and selected data characteristics of organizational activities needed for requisitioning, marking, shipping document preparation, billing and similar applications.  The DODAAF and DODAAD will be used by all DOD components.

1.1.6.  Each activity that issues, stores, or ships DOD assets is identified by a six-position alphanumeric AAC.  These codes, clear-text addresses that apply and other pertinent data are maintained in the DODAAD system.

1.1.7.  Air Force DODAACs also identify records of transactions involved in keeping account of DOD assets.

1.2.  Definitions (alphabetical).  

1.2.1.  Terms Explained:

1.2.1.1.  Accountable.  The degree of responsibility for property which exists when a record of property is maintained on a numbered stock record account which is subject to audit.
1.2.1.2  Aerial Port of Debarkation (APOD).  A three-position code which identifies the specific Air Mobility Command Aerial Port or commercial airport servicing the final destination.  The codes appear in the AMC Sequence Listing for Channel Traffic. 
1.2.1.3.  Clear-Text Address. The complete mail and/or freight address, which includes the activity designation or name, of each DOD or other US Government organization (or contractor) assigned a DOD activity address code (DODAAC).

1.2.1.4.  Consolidation and Containerization Point (CCP).  A centralized location within the CONUS where shipments are sent for consolida​tion for overseas surface shipments.  In the DODAAD, the AAC of the CCP is listed as the BBP or Break Bulk Point.

1.2.1.5.  Defense Automatic Addressing System Center (DAASC).  The DOD agency responsible for maintaining the DODAAD data base. Desig​nated as control point for processing data received from all services and agencies into the DODAAD.

1.2.1.6.  DOD Activity Address Code (DODAAC).  A six-digit alphanumeric code used for providing a uniform method for controlling US Government assets and for recording transactions that reflect receipts and disposition of property.

1.2.1.7.  DOD Activity Address Directory (DODAAD) DOD 4000.25-6-M.  A directory of AACs and corresponding organization addresses to which material, documentation, or billing is directed under the Defense Logistics Management System (DLMS).  The DODAAD is published on the world wide web at the DAASC web site, paragraph 1.1.4.3.2.  The DODAAD manual is produced in three parts -- code to name, zip code sequence, and civil agencies.  Part 1, code to name, has the addresses arranged by the military services, other DOD agencies, and civil agencies, listed in DODAAC sequence.  Part 2, zip code sequence, has the addresses for the military service, other DOD agencies, and civil agencies, listed in sequence by zip code.  Part 3, contains activity address codes assigned to civil agency activities (non DOD).  The manual can be accessed and/or downloaded at the Defense Logistics Management Standards Office (DLMSO) eLibrary web site at http://www.dla.mil/j-6/dlmso/eLibrary/manuals/publications.asp.
1.2.1.8.  DOD Activity Address File (DODAAF).  This is the DOD master file maintained by DAASC for all DOD and military contractors DODAACs.  It is an automated (tape) file updated by all of the DOD service points.  The DODAAF can be downloaded from the DAASC web site. 
1.2.1.9.  Effective Date. The assigned Julian date when an AAC becomes effective for use in a selected Military Standard Logistics System or the effective date of the last change made to the AAC. 

1.2.1.10.  Routing Identifier Code (RIC).  Three-digit codes assigned by the service point for processing logistical transactions.  The codes serve multiple purposes in that they are supply source codes, intersystem and intrasystem routing codes, and consignor (shipper) codes. 
1.2.1.11.  Service Point (SP).  An activity within each participating military service or federal agency that is responsible for maintaining DODAAD data.  A complete list of the DOD Service Points can be found in the DODAAD manual on the DLMSO eLibrary web site, and is also posted on the Air Force DODAAC web site. 

1.2.1.12.  Standard Point Location Code (SPLC). A  nine-digit number used to identify the geographic location of points originating and receiving freight.

1.2.1.13.  Water Port of Debarkation (WPOD). A three-position code which identifies the Water Port servicing the final destination. (Source: DOD 4500.9-R (DTR), Part II).
1.2.2.  Terms Explained Unique to the D035T--Air Force Data System:

1.2.2.1.  Capitalization Code.  Identifies capitali​zation or non capitalization into Air Force working capital fund.

1.2.2.2.  Controlled DODAAC.  Active DODAACs published in the DODAAD without clear-text addresses.  Access to address is con​trolled.  Con​tact point for address information is published in the DODAAD.  It is assigned when:

1.2.2.2.1.  Publishing the location or clear-text address of the activity would result in a possible security compromise.

1.2.2.2.2.  A special project officer is controlling requisitions, etc.

1.2.2.3.  Frequency of Reporting or Leveling Code.  Identifies the frequency (daily, monthly, quarterly) of reporting and indicates the frequency for which stock levels are computed by an activity.

1.2.2.4.  Geographic Area Code. One digit code that identifies the geographical location of an activity. 

1.2.2.5.  MAJCOM Code.  Identifies an activity's major command, operating agency, or reporting unit.

1.2.2.6.  Replacing Code.  Identifies a previously valid AAC that was replaced by current DODAAC.

1.2.2.7.  Reporting Code.  Identifies an activity as either Stock Balance (SB) and Consumption Reporting (CR) or non reporting.

1.3.  References.  

1.3.1.  DOD 4000.25-6-M, DOD Activity Address Directory (DODAAD)
1.3.2.  DOD 4000.25-8-M, Military Assistance Pro​gram Address Directory (MAPAD) System.  

1.3.3.  AFMAN 23-110V1PT3 , chapters  6 and 7, Air Force stock fund procedures.  

1.3.4.  AFMAN 23-110V1PT4 , chapter 1, attachment 3, Routing Identifier Codes (RIC).  

1.3.5.  AFMAN 23-110V3PT1 , chapter 12, Stock Balance and Consumption Reports (SB& CR), Air Logistics Center  

1.3.6.  AFMAN 23-110V3PT5, chapter 4, History Accumulation Subsystem (D143F)  

1.4.  Responsibilities: 
1.4.1.  Service Point:  AFMC LSO/LOT is the single focal point for Air Force managed DODAACs worldwide. 
1.4.1.1.  Primary duties are outlined in DOD 4000.25-6-M, DOD Activity Address Directory (DODAAD).

1.4.1.2.  Assign DODAACs and RICs and advise applicable MAJCOM/contracting office.

1.4.1.3.  Responsible for annual reconciliations with DAAS and validations with MAJCOMs.
1.4.1.4.  Provide guidance on Air Force Policy for DODAACs and RICs.
1.4.1.5.  Responsible for DODAAC website management.
1.4.2.  MAJCOM DODAAC Monitor:  This person is the major command liaison between the Air Force service point and the requestor/user.  Also responsible for DODAAC management within the respective command.  A current list of MAJCOM DODAAC monitors is maintained for access at the Air Force DODAAC web site.  
1.4.2.1.  Responsible for conducting annual validation with the Service Point and requestor/user.

1.4.2.2.  Responsible for validating and updating DODAAC information.
1.4.2.3.  Responsible for coordinating additions, deletions, and suspensions with the Air Force Service Point and the Account Control Office. 

1.4.2.4.  Determine if DODAAC is required and what type of account is needed.  
1.4.2.5.  The monitor ensures that an IP address for system requirement to pass electronic transactions or e-mail is provided to DAASC for routing supply and billing status.  
1.4.3.  Account Control Office:  This office is responsible for validating the initial request and the address information for the requested DODAAC as well as coordinate on the annual validation.  They also answer questions pertaining to their specific functional area of responsibility (e.g., Munitions Account Control Office can answer questions regarding how munitions accounts are used and accounted for, etc.).  Account control offices are listed in attachment 1A-2. 
1.4.4.  Requestor/User:  The requestor is the end user of the DODAAC.

1.4.4.1.  Contact MAJCOM monitor for military accounts (begin with “F” or “J”) for instructions on requesting DODAAC.  For an Air Force contractor account (begin with “E”), the contracting officer will submit a request directly to the service point.  

1.4.4.2.  Complete a request.  The request forms for both military and contractor DODAACs are available on the Air Force DODAAC web site.  

1.5.  Procedures for Military DODAACs.  

1.5.1.  Requesting a DODAAC account.  Organi​zations should request new DODAAC accounts by routing the requests to AFMC/LSO who will forward to (Requests may be forwarded electronically.) the applicable DODAAC moni​tor, then to the control office for the type of account indicated in attachment 1A-2.  The final approval  will be the MAJCOM or the account control office with MAJCOM approval. Final approval will be forwarded to AFMC/LOT. .    All requests must contain the following information: 
1.5.1.1.  Requests should state what type of account requested.  

1.5.1.2.  Justification must be provided for type account requested (why needed and assurance that this will not represent a duplication of existing capability which could be used).

1.5.1.3.  State if a MILSTRIP routing identifier code (RIC) is required (does not apply to FY DODAACs or to those serv​ing other than a MILSTRIP need).  FY DODAACs are not authorized for req​uisitioning but are to be utilized as a supplemental or ship-to address only (positions 45-50).  All requests for FY numbers must indicate what DODAAC will be used as the host supply account. 

1.5.1.4.  Requester’s organization and address, telephone number (DSN and commercial) and e-mail address. 

1.5.1.5.  Parent command; host command.

1.5.2.  Changes to an existing DODAAC.  Requests for a change of address to an Air Force military DODAAC (begin with “F” or “J”) should be forwarded to the MAJCOM DODAAC monitor.  They will coordinate changes with the control office for the type of account indicated in attachment 1A-2 when necessary prior to making changes via the Air Force DODAAC web site.  
1.5.2.1.  Accounts which are merged or consolidated with other accounts will remain open for receipts only for six months to close out the account.  Transfer or cancellation of backorders will be are completed IAW 23-110 reference).

1.5.2.2.  
1.5.3.  Deletions of an existing DODAAC.  Request to delete any DODAAC must come from the MAJCOM DODAAC monitor to the service point and may be accomplished via e-mail notification after the appropriate closure.  
1.5.3.1.  An audit is not required to delete an account; however, auditor general personnel should be made aware of the opportunity to audit accounts being inactivated.  Notification of an account deactivation should be provided as soon as known to the local servicing auditor.

1.5.3.2.  The account in question will first be closed by the DODAAC monitor on the Air Force DODAAC web site.  

1.5.4.  DODAAC Monitor Appointment.  Air Force major commands must appoint a DODAAC Monitor and alternate in writing through whom all requests will be routed. Any changes in appointees, office symbol and/or telephone number should be forwarded immediately to the AF Service Point.  Changes may be forwarded via e-mail.  
1.5.5.  Special Accounts. Requests for "FN" and "FX" accounts will require HQ USAF/ILGP approval. Justification should include why other accounts (e.g., other standard base supply system (SBSS) accounts) are not available or suitable.  The reason could be due to classified missions, non-standard/stock numbered materiel, etc.  Re​quests for "FK" and "FV"' munitions accounts must be submitted according to AFI 21‑201, Management and Maintenance of Non-Nuclear Munitions. 

1.5.6.  Accounts will be capitalized into the Air Force Stock Fund, except "FX" accounts, unless justified otherwise (see volume 1, part  three, chapters 6 and 7 for AF Stock Fund  procedures). 

1.5.7.  Stock Balance and Consumption Reports. Accounts indicated in attachment 1A-2 will submit stock balance and consumption reports (SB&CR) as follows: 
1.5.7.1.  Daily (as transaction occurs) for expend​ability, recoverability, reparability category (ERRC) designators "XD1" and "XD2" AF cen​trally procured (CP) items.

1.5.7.2.  Quarterly for ERRC "ND2" and "NF2" AF CP equipment only if not included in "FE" equipment management accounts.

1.5.8.  (Will add example of each TAC)Type Address Codes (TACs).  The TAC is used for mailing, shipping, and billing addresses. Each TAC is limited to four lines, 35 positions per line.  The Air Force Service Point for DODAACs may construct three different TACs from information submitted by the  requester. 
1.5.8.1.  TAC 1 (mail). This address is not in​tended for administrative correspondence, but rather for parcel post shipments, transportation related documentation, or for billing purposes.  Wherever possible, the TAC 1 address will contain street address and nine-digit zip code for stateside addresses, and unit/box number and nine-digit APO zip code for overseas military addresses.  The APO only applies to the TAC 1 address for military DODAACs. 
1.5.8.2.  TAC 2 (freight).  This address is the physical location, including street address, for delivery of cargo.  The TAC 2 address will include a commercial phone number for the receiving location and the physical address must contain adequate information for commercial carrier deliveries.  The TAC 2 does NOT contain an APO for military addresses.  The three-position APOD and WPOD codes must appear in all TAC 2 addresses for overseas locations.  All TAC 2 addresses should be coordinated with the major command transportation officer.  TAC 2 address is not required if it is the same as TAC 1.  

1.5.8.3.  TAC 3 (billing). The first line of the TAC 3 will normally be a six-position Accounting Disbursement Station Number (ADSN).  Each request to estab​lish a TAC 3 should contain the appropriate ADSN.  The overall management of the TAC 3 is done by DFAS Denver.

1.5.9.  Classified Locations.  If the location is clas​sified, a controlled account is assigned.  Instead of a clear text address, the DODAAD directs the shipper to call a telephone number for shipping instructions.  Classified requests for controlled accounts should be submitted to the MAJCOM DODAAC monitor for approval.  They, in turn, will send an unclassified request to the service point for a controlled account, which will contain only the phone number.  
1.5.9.1.  Do not provide shipping instructions by unclassified telephone.  Instructions requested should be forwarded by classified correspondence or secure telephone system, as the controlled account number and its clear text address are not to be associated.  
1.5.9.2.  An alternative to the above is to use a "mark for" and forwarding agent at the near​est point or port of debarkation.

1.5.10.  Facility and Resources.  Before requesting an account, arrangements must be made for facili​ties, manpower, computer/accounting resources, and DDN access.  If requesting a new Standard Base Supply System (SBSS) account, satellite, or if rehoming an existing account, coordination should be made with the Standard Systems Group (SSG/ILS), 200 E Moore Dr, Maxwell AFB Gun​ter Annex AL 36114-3004, DSN 596-1011. See Norm for supply accts
1.5.11.  Annual Validation.  DODAACs are re​viewed and validated annually.  The AF Service Point sends a notification to the MAJCOM DODAAC monitor.  They review and update accounts through the AF DODAAC web page.  Changes of a periodic nature should be reported and updated as they occur, with coordination obtained from the appropriate control office for the type account indicated.  
1.6.  Procedures for Contractor DODAACs. 
1.6.1.   A contractor DODAAC can be requested from the AF DODAAC web page.  The DODAAC request must be sent either by the procuring contracting officer (PCO) or the administrative contracting officer (ACO).  
1.6.1.1.  Information required for contractor accounts: 
1.6.1.1.1.  Name of contractor.

1.6.1.1.2.  Complete address where government materiel will be shipped.

1.6.1.1.3.  Air Force contract number.  If joint service, please specify. 
1.6.1.1.4.  Justification (why needed and assurance that this will not represent a duplication of existing capability which could be used).  Justification should include information that MILSTRIP proce​dures will be used, that contract authorizes GFE/GFM to be provided to the contractor, or that contractor is authorized to use government sources of supply (e.g., GSA or DRMS) for contract performance.  Justification should also identify what system or program the contractor is supporting (e.g., F15). 

1.6.1.1.5.  State if a MILSTRIP routing identifier code (RIC) is required.  

1.6.1.1.6.  Type of work being performed under contract (specify from the fol​lowing):

1.6.1.1.6.1.  Production.

1.6.1.1.6.2.  Research/Development.

1.6.1.1.6.3.  Testing.

1.6.1.1.6.4.  Interim Contractor Support (ICS).

1.6.1.1.6.5.  Contractor Logistics Support (CLS).

1.6.1.1.6.6.  Repair/Overhaul.

1.6.1.1.6.7.  Modification.

1.6.1.1.6.8.  Operations/Service.

1.6.1.1.6.9.  Total Contract Training (TCT).

1.6.1.1.7.  Termination/completion date of con​tract WITHOUT options.  If renewal is not received from the appropriate contracting office, account will be canceled upon contract termination date. 

1.6.1.1.7.1.  To check for contractor DODAACs which are vulnerable for cancellation, go to the AF DODAAC web search, paragraph 1.1.4.3.1.  Click on the Advanced Search and enter the following options:  DODAAC “begins with”, enter E or EY or EZ, then position cursor at Term Date and choose option “before” and enter the current Julian date preceded by the last two digits of the current year (e.g., 01110).  The search result will create a list of contractor DODAACs which have expired and are due to be deleted.  

1.6.1.1.8.  Contract administrative office, address, telephone number, and name of contracting officer or administrative contracting officer.  
1.6.2.  To change or delete an account:

1.6.2.1.  Change of address for a contractor DODAAC may be submitted by the PCO or ACO via e-mail to the AF Service Point.  
1.6.2.2.  To extend a contractor DODAAC which is due for deletion, the contracting officer (either ACO or PCO) will forward e-mail or correspondence to the AF Service Point containing the DODAAC (EY or EZ number), the current AF contract number and new termination date WITHOUT options.  The contracting officer will send the information for extension of the DODAAC each year when/if the option is exercised. 

1.6.2.3.  Contracting officers should send e-mail or correspondence to the AF Service Point whenever a contractor DODAAC is no longer required.  This is especially true if the contract was terminated due to litigation or if the contract was never awarded to the company in the first place, as a DODAAC can be used by the company to commit fraud against the government.  
1.7.  Types of DODAACs.   For accountability, reporting, and identification of account control offices, see attachment 1A-2.  
1.7.1.  FA (Administrative).  Examples of use:  financial reporting,  deficiency reports (DR), AF contracting functions, interservice support agree​ments and receipt of technical orders and other service publications. (not to be used for requisitions)
1.7.2.  FB (Base Supply).  Assigned to both military and contractor operated base supply, including host and satellite type accounts.  "FB" satellite accounts will have system designators in the "A" series.  Air National Guard (ANG) and Air Force Reserve requests for satellite or host accounts must be submitted to the ANG or AFRC DODAAC monitor.   Routing identifier codes corresponding to FB DODAACs will begin with “D”.

1.7.3.  FC (Civil Engineer).  Issued for local requi​sitions to base contracting in support of the.What is the system?  
1.7.4.  FD (Air Force Inventory Control Points (ICPs)).  Depot accounts.  Routing identifier codes corresponding to FD DODAACs will begin with “F”.

1.7.5.  FE (Base Equipment).  Used in AF Equipment Management System (AFEMS). Assigned to a retail supply activity. Routing identifier codes corresponding to FE DODAACs will begin with “D”.
1.7.6.  FF (Services formerly, Morale, Welfare and Recreation [MWR]).  Formal accounting records, requisitioning, ship​ping and transportation, and billing for nonappro​priated and appropriated funds, including the requisitioning of surplus property.  
1.7.7.  FG (Satellite/Manual). Sub​ject to SB&CR when used for system designa​tors "B" and "C" satellites to a host SBSS.  Sepa​rate FG accounts will be assigned system designators "B1," "B2," "C1," etc.  These FG accounts will be capitalized into the Air Force Supply Man​age​ment Business Area (AFSMBA) of/under the Air Force Stock Fund.  SSG/ILSP, Gunter AFB AL needs to be advised of satellite status for publication in AFMAN 23‑110V2PT2, Chapter 1, Section 1 D.  
1.7.7.1.  FG manual accounts may be requested when special conditions dictate obtaining station​ary and housekeeping supplies from General Serv​ices Administration (GSA)/DOD service outlet stores, according to paragraph 1.7.7.4. below.

1.7.7.2.  In this case the account will not be capi​talized in the AFSMBA (formerly AFSF) and Op​erations and Maintenance  (O&M) or other than AFSMBA must be used.

1.7.7.3.  FG accounts will be assigned to indus​trial laundries which are under,  AFI 65-106 accounting procedures. 

1.7.7.4  FG accounts will be assigned to Air Force Museums for withdrawal of items from the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office (DRMO) according to DODM 4160-2l, Defense Reutilization and Marketing Manual.

1.7.7.5.  FG expense accounts (see above para​graph 1.7.7.1.) will be justified.  Justification must indicate that tenant and interservice support (AFI 25-201, Support Agreements Procedures) is im​prac​tical/uneconomical, compared to buying from a GSA or DOD service retail store.  Local purchase is limited by Volume 1, part one, chapter 8.

1.7.7.6.  All manual accounts (excludes satellite) must be managed according to AFMAN 23‑110V2PT2  and paragraphs 1.3.8. and 1.4.5., this chapter, must be considered when requesting FG accounts.  

1.7.8.  FJ (Engine Management).  FJ2031 is accountable for assets in other "FJ" accounts worldwide.  Complete engine propulsion units in Federal Stock Classes (FSCs) 2810, 2835, 2840 and 2845. 
1.7.9.  FK (Munitions).  FK accounts will submit an SB&CR for nuclear items not reported in the Weapon Information Report, to NWD/NWLO, Kirtland AFB NM.   Con​ventional munitions not reported on the USAF Ammunition Transaction Report, RCS: HAF-LGS(D)7109 will be SB&CR reported to the Item Management Specialist (IMS).  
1.7.9.1.  Requests for FK accounts will be sub​mitted according to AFI 21-201.  Requests for more than one FK account per base will not be honored unless accompanied by complete justi​fica​tion and explanation why the host FK DODAAC will not meet the requirement.

1.7.9.2.  Air Force bases may account for limited quantities of small arms ammunition on the FB account when an FK account is not assigned nor warranted due to business volume.

1.7.10.  FL (Library). Used by base libraries to order books and periodicals. 
1.7.11.  FM (Medical Supply). Used for medical supplies and equipment only.   Routing identifier codes corresponding to FM DODAACs will begin with “E”.

1.7.12.  FN (Specialty). Assigned only to activities having special equipment (e.g., non-standard/limited application) and not conducive for other DODAAC account​ing.  Ultimate approval by HQ USAF/ILSP.
1.7.13.  FP (Fuel Supply). For aviation fuels, missile propel​lants, oxidizers, and pressurants capitalized in the fuels division, AF stock fund (volume I, part three, chapter 1).  
1.7.14.  FQ.  Reserved. 

1.7.15.  FR (Reclamation and Demilitarization). Intrabase aggregation account for aircraft and weapon sys​tems undergoing reclamation and demilitarization prior to transfer to the DRMO.  Save-list items are turned in to wholesale FD or retail FB accounts. 
1.7.16.  FS Reserved.

1.7.17.  FT (Resale Food Services/Dining Facili​ties).  Prime vendor for food purchases.  The AFSVA reviews the bills against these accounts prior to payment. Get para from Bob.
1.7.18.  FU (Computer Equip​ment Purchases).  This code is required in block 14 of the DD Form 1155 when desktop  computer equipment is procured, and when administration of the contract is assigned to De​fense Contract Management Agency. See Lisa for input 

1.7.19.  FV (Munitions).  Reserved for HQ AFMC aviation depot squadrons according to procedures in AFI 21-201.  Used by Air Force through the Combat Ammunition System (CAS). 
1.7.20.  FW (Weapon System).  HQ AFMC materiel aggre​gation accounts for selected weapon systems.  
1.7.21.  FX (Miscellaneous).  Assigned only to activi​ties having special equipment (e.g., non-standard/limited application), or classified missions pre​clud​ing SB&CR, and not conducive for other DODAAC accounting.  Ultimate approval by HQ USAF/ILGP. 

1.7.22.  FY (Ship-To Address). Supplementary address (columns 45-50) used when an activity other than the requisitioner (columns 30-35) is the desired consignee (ship to). These accounts are not to be used for requisitioning or for DRMO withdrawls/turn-ins.  The accountable host SRAN must be identified and linked to the FY.  Whenever used as supplemental address, signal code should be J (bill to requisitioner), L (bill to fund code), or M (free issue items). 

1.7.23.  FZ Reserved.

1.7.24.  F-numeric (Accounting and Disbursing Station Numbers--ADSN).  Not to be used for requisitioning, shipping, or other purposes. Get with Susan for additional info.
Add EB and ED.
1.7.25.  EJ (Contractor, Engine).  Issued for new aircraft engine production and repair shipping documents and reporting from commercial contractor.  

1.7.26.  EP (NATO Pipeline; Defense Fuel Sup​ply Center [DFSC]).  Used for bulk fuels owned by DFSC.  
1.7.27.  EY (Contractor, Production).  Issued for production/manufacturing, research and devel​opment, test, interim contractor support (ICS) con​tracts, contractor logistics support (CLS) contracts (EEIC 578), total contract training (TCT) con​tracts, and operations and services  contracts, provided GFE/GFM, according to Federal Acqui​sition Regulation (FAR), Part 45 and DOD Federal Acqui​sition Regulation Supplement (DFARS), Part 245,  when MILSTRIP procedures are employed in requisi​tioning.  Contractor ICP func​tions are not authorized an EY account but are assigned an FB account, the same as for mili​tary/U.S. civil service managed accounts. Contractor operated Inventory Control Points (ICPs) are not issued an EY account but are assigned an FD (depot) account.  Subcontractors may be issued their own DODAAC provided the prime contract authorizes this action.  Other con​tractors will be identified on procurement docu​ments by the codes published in DOD 4000.25-5-M (MILSCAP), Appendix A.   
1.7.28.  EZ (Contractor, Repair).  Issued for repair, overhaul or modification when GFE/GFM/government-furnished property (GFP) is provided and MILSTRIP procedures are em​ployed in requisitioning and for repair contractors.  Subcontractors may be issued their own DODAAC provided the prime contract authorizes this action.  
1.7.29.  JM ( National Imagery and Mapping Agency [ NIMA]).  To req​uisition or setup automatic distribution for maps, charts and publication  from DLA Richmond Map Facility (RIC HM8).  After the DODAAC has been established,  a DLA Form 1832 must be completed online (www.dscr.dla.mil/pc9)    
1.7.29.1.  In order to eliminate duplication and preclude an unmanageable number of accounts, activities are limited in obtaining permanent JM accounts.  The following guidelines apply:

1.7.29.1.1.  Only units with a large volume of recurring requirements will be issued their own JM accounts.

1.7.29.1.2.  Units requiring flight publications affecting safety can be issued their own JM accounts, provided no other nearby unit with simi​lar  requirements can support them.

1.7.29.1.3.  Units requiring maps, charts, etc., on a non-recurring basis or who have a one-time requirement will be referred to other base units who already have JM accounts, such as  Base Intelligence.

1.7.29.1.4.  Base Intelligence offices should be able to support units who only have requirements for the Foreign Clearance Guide which cannot be satisfied via the internet.

1.7.29.2.  All  NIMA requirements and requests for products should cite the JM DODAAC, and be sent to:Richmond Map Facility, Defense Supply Center Richmond, 8000 Jefferson Davis Highway, Richmond VA 23297-5335.
