SUBJECT:  Minutes of the CSWS Meeting at San Diego, CA 15-18 Mar 04.

1. Purpose/Introduction:  Mr Colquitt Lawrence gave the opening remarks for the Contractor Supported Weapon Systems (CSWS) Program Meeting.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss program fundamentals, focusing on financial management and transportation.  Mr Lawrence reiterated the need to keep all action items current and visible, and will have the CSWS action items sent out on a monthly basis.  

2. Retail Team Meeting:  15 March 2004.

A. AFMAN 23-110 Update:  Briefing by MSgt Norm Bryant.  CSWS is in AFMAN 23-110, the retail processes are in Volume 2, Part 2 and there are several other references in other sections.   The general consensus was that the standard name for the contractor materiel management function should be ICP, and Contractor Material Management (CMM) was recommended as being a broader and more inclusive than C-ICP.  CLS needs to stay in AFMAN 23-110 as a separate section.   The audience brought up issues with BN status notifying the base and contractor that the management of a part is being transferred to a contractor, and preventing stock fund charges.  MSgt Bryant verified that BN status for DLA and AFMC items is working properly.  Also, a problem existed with DZE (one time asset status reports) being sent to all AF users by DAAS, rather than one location as intended.

B. MICAP/AWP Support:  Discussion by Mr Colquitt Lawrence.  Mr Lawrence emphasized the importance of having a CLIN or BOA (funded by the Government sources of supply (SOS)) on every program’s support contract to allow the contractor to provide MICAP parts to a base if SOS cannot provide the item.  The CLIN can be added to an existing contract, but the BOA is a separate contract that helps to close financial books more quickly.  CLINs and BOAs should be exercised through the item manager, who will be responsible for the process.  AWPs need to be supported, with policy and system capability to go MICAP on these items.  Further research of the FAR is needed to determine the legality of supporting AWPs (as an urgent and compelling requirement) 

C. ISSL Information:  Briefing by Mr Colquitt Lawrence.  The Initial Spares Support List (ISSL) is a structured process that creates item record loads, establishes requisitions, and loads levels at the retail location.  Of the two types of ISSLs, Complete and Sub-system, neither include equipment, kit items, or SPRAM.  Mr Lawrence discussed the timeline for the ISSL process: starting at the request of ISSL data for planning purposes (270 days prior to the first system delivery), to converting an ISSL to a MAJCOM Spares Support List (MSSL) or Life Of System Stock (LSS) (after the ISSL has expired).  AFMAN 23-110 does not require contractors to use an ISSL, but some commands want the ISSL process back.  It was decided the contractor did not have to use the ISSL process. 

D. Retail/SBSS Training:  Briefing by MSgt Norm Bryant. MSgt Bryant discussed previous questions his office has received, current difficulty reports, and an update on the SBSS. 

E. Financial Management:  Briefing by Mr Mike Cerda.  The Working Capitol (WCF) fund is a financing mechanism, much like a credit card that temporarily holds gains and losses the effect of which is a total cost visibility and consciousness.  The working capitol fund must generate enough cash to meet outlays, by recovering losses and returning gains through future prices. The WCF is budgeted to break even annually.  De-Capitalization is the removal of assists from the Air Force supply system and WCF.  Title 10 USC 2208 requires full cost recovery for WCF managed items.  The supply system needs time to react to reductions in workload to keep the system competitive for remaining customers.  Mr Cerda discussed the process, the roles, and responsibilities of De-Capitalization.  The bottom line for De-Capitalization is that it must be cash neutral and OUSD(C) approval prior to proceeding.
3. Team Lead Meeting:  16-17 March 2004.  Opening Remarks by Ms Debra Alexander and Mr Gym Conner.  

A. Logistics Transformation:  Briefing by Mr Gym Conner. LogEA is a Logistics Enterprise Solution.  The need for change is a result of the limitations of the current IT architecture, and a need to improve operational performance and affordability.  Currently, multiple architectures are being developed, with different goals and a lack of integration.  Individual stakeholders are unwilling to wait for or buy into the common framework.  There must be a comprehensive plan for integration, with and understanding of cooperate goals and how initiatives must integrate to meet these goals.  Everything we do and dollars we spend must be measured in terms of meeting performance and cost goals.  The LogEA vision is the solution to create the desired relationships among business and management processes and information technology.  LogEA will create a single authoritative source, ensure transformation coordination across and outside the Air Force, define an actionable transition plan, establish a platform for managing change across the logistics enterprise, meet future POM requirements, and undertake portfolio management.   Contractor ICPs are an important part of the future and will be considered part of the enterprise.  The Air Force is examining its shortcoming to determine what to convert first (SE, asset management, vehicle management, etc).  

B. CSWS Support of Agile Combat Support (ACS):  Briefing by Mr Mike Van Buskirk.  The Air Force ACS CONOP is available at the ACS website (https://www.acs.hq.af.mil/).  Agile Combat Support is the ability to create and sustain responsive, persistent, and effective combat operations.  It is a USAF support system that is highly mobile, technologically superior, robust, responsive, flexible, and fully integrated with operations.  The CSWS program directly supports the ACS functional areas of Acquisition, Logistics Readiness, Maintenance, Science and Technology, and Communications and Information.  The ACS Effects of supporting these functional areas are a readied, sustained, and recovered force.  CSWS programs will continue to support ACS by providing seamless integration of capabilities for the warfighter.

C. Program Review Feedback:  Briefing by Mr Mike Van Buskirk.  10 of 14 CSWS program reviews have been completed, with two more scheduled for 19 March 2004.  Reviews have been very positive; with many examples of programs following the CSWS processes performing exceptionally.  Government and industry partnerships, general understanding of ICP functions, interfaces with SBSS, and interactions with MAJCOM RSSs have all improved and added to the success of the CSWS programs.  Transportation continues to be a shortcoming of many programs (see transportation briefing and follow-on action item).  Technical data at time of transition is missing in several cases, and not specified in the contract.  

D. Mandatory Items in CSWS Guide:  Briefing by Mr Mike Van Buskirk.  A presentation on the items that are reviewed and discussed during a CSWS program review.  Copies of the review packets are available on the CSWS website. 

E. CSWS Metrics:  Briefing by Mr Mike Van Buskirk.  The briefing’s intent was to highlight some of the metrics used by AFMC, and how they could be applied to CSWS programs.  The AFMC Supply Chain Metrics Guide (finalized NOV 03) is available on the AFMC SCM site (https:/scm.wpafb.af.mil) or in the CSWS March 04 meeting documents page of the CSWS website (https://www.il.hq.af. mil/ilg/ilgp/csws/mtgdocs/teamlead/CSWSMTGMAR04/MAR04CSWSMTG.htm).  The Balanced Score Card, a strategic management system designed around a long-term strategic view, was presented as a tool to evaluate and set metrics.  The Balanced Score Card can be used to translate mission and strategy into a comprehensive set of objectives and metrics across a balanced set of perspectives and provide quick access to data across all functional areas.  All metrics should be tailored to each program’s specific needs.
F. Proposed Changes to the CSWS Guide:  Briefing by Mr Mike Van Buskirk.  CSWS Team Leads have been asked to provide their input to the CSWS program office.  The nine-step process and contracting toolbox will be added back to the guide.  All changes will be made and coordinated with the appropriate offices, with the intent that the CSWS guide will be made an AF Manual.

G. Building the SOFSA C-ICP:  Briefing by Lt Col Randy Molton.  Lt Col Molten has used the lessons learned from the CSWS program and applied it to a task order based contract, with 600+ task orders (versus a single weapon system).  Life-cycle management is currently accomplished using pen and paper; Lt Col Molton is looking at automating using GOLD (replacing four legacy systems).  The SSIPT will help set up program and monitor system performance.

H. Change to the Common Item Policy:  Briefing by Mr Colquitt Lawrence. Should the current policy on common items be changed?  Some common items could be between two contractor managed systems within the same program office.  The issues that need to be addressed are the contractual language and business rules of such a change, keeping in mind that this policy will be applied to intra-service and inter-service situations.   The decision at the end of this briefing was to keep common item management with the government, but policy could be developed to allow exceptions for single program offices, with special commodities such as the V-22 variations (CV-22 and MV-22).  

I. Transportation:  Briefing by Mr Jose Orsini.  Agile logistics has driven us to fewer assets that must move faster, which puts more of a burden on the transportation pipelines.  The reality of post 9-11 is more stringent customs and security processes.  The lack of military labels, markings, and documentation has increased shipment time because of customs at national borders.  The use of non-reusable and sub-standard containers has resulted in in-transit damage and hostile environment damage.  The Lack of In-Transit Visibility (ITV) has prompted distrust of the system and ‘logistics vigilantism.’  Mr Orsini provided a website (https://www.afmc-mil.wpafb.af.mil/HQ-AFMC/LG/LSO/lol/) that can be used to generate Advanced Transportation Control and Movement Documentation (ATCMD) and access TRACKER.  The use of best commercial practices, what would protect an item for 90 days of inside storage, and military packing situations should be defined on contract.  To help solve the transportation issues, a transportation conference where the actual contract personnel will be briefed on the specific requirements will be set up.

J. Serial Number Tracking (SNT) and Unique Identification (UID):  Briefings by Mr Colquitt Lawrence.  SNT is not an option, it will be implemented as part of UID, which became mandatory 1 Jan 04.  SNT and UID provide an enterprise management capability that is a DoD requirement.  Criteria for inclusion are reference in the briefings.  There will be a UID registry that will contain the master information of all UID items.  .  Eventually, UID could replace SNT, as UID compliance will provide the same benefits and capabilities as SNT.  Programs should begin complying with the aspects of both programs now (especially for new items).  An implementation plan for UID is expected by May 2004.  The CSWS program office will provide further information on UID and SNT implementation, as it becomes available.  

4. Material Management Systems Users Group Meeting:  18 March 2004.

A. GOLD, ALMSS, and MAXIMO Presentations:  These briefing were presented to give the CSWS programs information about the existing data systems used by the different programs.  Lead-in discussion from MSgt Norm Bryant.  MSgt Bryant gave the DoD direction, that XML or ANSI X12 will replace MILS and that all DoD systems will use DLMS by 1 Jan 2005.  The change is necessary to implement UID and SNT, due to the limitations on the amount of information that can be passes with MILS (80 card column technology).  DAASC has a translator to convert between MILS and XML/ANSI X12 (both ways).  The GOLD briefing given by Mr Pete Greenlaw.  The ALMSS briefing given by Ms Debbie Ball and Mr Hal Monroe.  The MAXIMO briefing given by Ms Kristen Butler and Mr Jim Bent.

B. Data Exchange (DE):  Briefing by Ms Leeanne Stephenson and Mr Jim Coe on the current and future capabilities of the DE.  The DE is the interface between contractor data systems and government legacy systems.  IM, RIMCS, and Transportation & Packaging ICDs are complete.  API and Spares Computation ICDs still have ongoing work.  The DE allows access to .mil sites for contractors.  The DE Program office took note of what sites (legacy system interoperability) were needed and will work towards creating a VPN between these requested sites.  For now, all the contractors (or anyone authorized user outside the .mil domain) will need userid and password for each specific site.  The Data Exchange training covered how to access the DE, discussed many of the tools available (such as the Spares Acquisition Worksheet), and presented the training course that Mr John Grismer put together.  The DE training modules are available from the DE web page and training can be structured or self-paced to meet the needs of the users.   Course instructor and training notes are available.
